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2009-2010 Program Description

Objective:

To reduce injuries and fatalities by increasing seat belt use by students in Hampton Roads high schools.  This will be accomplished through a regional seat belt challenge that will provide resources for education/activities to area high school students.  

Staffing:

This Drive Safe Hampton Roads program is offered in partnership with AAA Tidewater Virginia(, GEICO(, Golden Corral Restaurant, and DMV: The Virginia Highway Safety Office.  Get It Together will provide a community liaison for each school.  That person will act as a resource and assist with seat belt checks.  

We request one person in each school serve as the main point of contact for correspondence and information.  Each school will determine the numbers of students and teachers needed for the Challenge.  An estimate would be a minimum of 5-8 students and at least one teacher.

Student Participation:

This program is intended to educate as many students as possible.  Peer to Peer education is a proven successful practice in changing safety belt use behavior.  We suggest one club or student group claim the project and implement as many activities as they feel are needed to achieve successful seat belt usage.  Education can be done through the Driver’s Education or other classes, SCA activities, clubs, announcements, newspapers, posters, contests, sporting events, etc.  We encourage schools to include as many students in the educational process as possible for the program to be effective.
